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Internship Experience with LDI-UHub: 

Some Random Thoughts and Insights

It’s quite difficult to sum up months of internship experience in just a few paragraphs essen-

tially because there are a great plethora of positive things to share about it.

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The latest from the MP Library in Bangladesh 

As you will have read in our April 2016 Newsletter, the Masud Parves Library —- project of Abu 

Sayed (M/CoDe 2010/12 ) —- was inaugurated on 15 February 2016.  For over two years now, it 

has been a functioning reality for the people of Satkhira.   

In 2016, the MP Library recorded 2,267 users.  In 2017, this increased to 2,524 users.  On aver-

age, 7/8 persons use the library in a day.   Three volunteers (school and college students) are 

responsible for the daily running of the library.  

2017 saw the visit to Bangladesh of Mojeeb Stanikzai (M/CoDe 2010/12, 

working for Winrock International https://www.winrock.org/) seen in 

the photo on the right, with the books he brought for the library.

In addition to providing books and a welcoming environment for the 

population of the village, the MP Library also organizes programs and 

activities for the children of Satkhira.    These are  organized  so as to  

encourage the students to utilize the facilities of  the  library  and  to  

participate in interesting and competitive games and activities. 

To encourage young people in their studies, the library organizes a “congratulations cere-

mony” for successful students every year.  For example, the library congratulated a student, 

Md. Fahad Hossain in 2017. He has been admitted to a public university in Bangladesh.     

Fahad has been involved in numerous activities since the very beginning of the library and is 

an inspiration to many students in the village. 

With this in mind, speech and reading competitions are organized for those attending 

the library .  The winners of these competitions receive a gift. 

The Vocabulary Game is another activity.  This 

monthly activity  is aimed at  developing the  English lan-

guage skills of the participating children. The students 

are asked to memorize a different word each day and use 

these new words in their everyday life. At the end of every 

month, the  best performer is awarded the “Learner of the 

Month” title along with a gift from the library.

The Library also assists in sending students to technical courses.   Just recently,  a   

student from the village, Golam Rosul Bappy, was selected  for a three-months’ course in 

Graphic Design and Multimedia.  He was taken to Khulna and admitted to a government-

approved IT training institution.  The student has completed the program successfully and 

has returned to assist in the running of the library as a volunteer where he helps in the com-

puter training courses.   

Sports events are also organized.  This is done 

with the view to encouraging participation by 

the students in the library’s activities.  In Febru-

ary last year a badminton competition was or-

ganized.  And in September, a football match. 

The participants were those students who had 

attended the library in the previous month. 

The library awards the winners of each program and activity with a small gift (eg. t-shirt, pen, 

writing pad, diary, notebook, file, folder, bag etc.). All the gifts come from friends and well 

wishers.  Abu Sayed tells us how the Library obtains and manages the gifts for its programs & 

activities:

Our motto is “little contribution to a great change”: someone’s small contribution to mankind/

society, whatever it might be initially, can at times generate a great impact on that society over a  

period of time. Therefore, we get our friends to contribute their additional things, eg. a t-shirt, pen, 

writing pad, diary, notebook, file, folder, bag, etc. which are not essential for them but make the  

students happy by getting them through the library. We give the gifts to the students on various    

occasions. Most important thing is that the contributors of the gifts can contribute without having 

monetary pressure placed on them. For instance, a job holder may attend a number of  training pro-

grams in a year and receives souvenir bags for attending the program. We tell them: “You may need 

one bag, you could give another bag to your friend, and still have one extra.”. We ask our friends for 

that extra item. Thus we manage to get gifts for the students of the library. And, the students are 

very happy to get them.

One of the most popular programs is in computer training. 

Young persons,  volunteers who work in  the library, conduct 

computer-training sessions for the students.  These sessions 

offer hands-on  training in the practical use of computers.

The role of Japan’s research organizations and several institutions in Asia are important in 

the establishment of the “Asian Communicable Diseases Clinical Research Center”.  The re-

port of the conference mentioned that “with progression of globalization, Japan and other 

countries, especially Asian countries, have become inseparable at every level, such as eco-

nomics, society, and culture. Threat of infectious diseases, such as outbreaks of Zika virus 

and Ebola virus infections, spread of tuberculosis and malaria, and raging of multidrug-

resistant bacteria (AMR), are still major problems inside and outside the country.”

Solid Waste Management issues and decisions: Case of 

Moscow

The current issue of Moscow is connected with the enormous number of citizens and due to 

that, problems with sustainable waste management. Just officially, about 13 million people 
live in Moscow, and counting commuters and foreign workers the number increases to 16 mil-

lion. Moreover, the population of the metropolitan area increases each year. Some figures 
considering the waste the city creates throughout the year: 5,5 million tons.  To compare, 

Moscow oblast produces 4,5 million tons per year. But the size of Moscow oblast is 44,329 sq 
km, and the size of Moscow city is 2,567 sq km.  

Around Moscow there are 32 working landfills and 100 landfills where reclamation is going 

on. The problem is that most of the working landfills end their exploitation period soon.    

During the next two years 24 out of 32 landfills should be closed. What to do or where to keep 

all the garbage after landfill termination?  There are several scenarios. I will describe these 

and pros and cons for each. 

0. Landfills will continue to operate despite the need to close. 

1. Create new landfills in Moscow oblast. 

2. Increase the pressure on working landfills by transporting all the extra waste there. 

3. Export waste to neighboring regions. 

4. Build new incineration plants. 

5. Create infrastructure for waste recycling: households sort the garbage, build  
            more waste sorting stations, build waste recycling plants, make system work. 

The ongoing statistics on waste utilization are: 90% goes to landfills; 6% incinerated in        

incineration plants; 4% recycled. The waste utilization mostly done with money from the local 
government. Total cost of 1 ton utilization is 3,000 rubles: 2,900 paid by the city, 100 rubles 

paid by actual households. So, we already see that the current situation is not sustainable,  
neither in economic, ecological nor social points of view.  Solid waste management system  

according to Federal Law  “On production and consumption wastes”  does  not  consider    
economic incentives.  

Let’s think about zero scenario. Most of the old landfills will not be closed due to bureau-

cratic reasons or unwillingness of operating companies to change. They will react by lobbying 
against ecological norms and requirements. Here we can remember what happened in the 

Ukrainian city Lviv in 2016. Prolonged termination of the landfill almost caused an ecological 
catastrophe due to permanent fires which polluted the air, soil and underground water. Dur-

ing one of such fires, 3 emergency workers died under a waste landslide. After this incident, 
the landfill was completely closed.

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Lviv encountered the garbage collapse. Hills of waste were lying on the streets of one of the 

most beautiful and ancient cities of Ukraine and Europe. There was the huge risk of health 
epidemics caused by soil and underground water contamination. Tourists stopped coming to 

the city because of unpleasant smells, etc.  Because there was no efficient plan and weak im-
plementation of possible solutions, the garbage, 2 years later after the tragedy, is still trans-

ported to landfills in other Ukrainian regions, which leads to constant economic losses (due to 
high transportation costs), public scandals (due to low level of monitoring whether the gar-

bage was actually  dropped at the right spot), and ecological losses. So, we see that the  zero 

scenario for Moscow is unacceptable. What to do not to allow such a scenario to happen?         
Firstly, implement a broad waste management plan in cooperation with Moscow city and    

Moscow oblast. Currently, there exists only the plan of closing old landfills which is elaborated 
by the ecological department of Moscow oblast. First doubt is whether this plan will be effec-

tively implemented, and on time. Second doubt is that there is no strategy what to do after 
most of the landfills are closed. 

Scenario 1 claims creation of new landfills. First of all, to do that, Moscow city government 

needs to get the permission of local authorities of counties where the appropriate territory  for 
such purposes exists. This task is very difficult, because local public and authorities usually 

are opposed to having the waste mountain “next to my door”. The city, as well, can’t create a 
new landfill on its borders because Federal law prohibits such activities. We need also men-

tion the high ecological damages in this scenario. It is very clear what risks for the environ-
ment each new landfill has: contamination of air, soil, water, surrounding the territory, com-

plete loss of land because reclamation is a very long and complicated procedure. 

Scenario 2 is more realistic, but not less harmful. If the extra waste will be located at some of 

the still working dumps, that will make those dumps terminate their exploitation period ear-
lier and the problem will return in 6-8 years again. If nothing is done before period of closures 

of overfilled dumps, waste collapse as in Ukraine in Lviv, could occur. So, the scenario of 
transporting waste to still working landfills is unsustainable and harmful as well, but more  

realistic than scenario 1. 

Scenario 3 foresees transporting waste to the neighboring regions. Firstly, the high perma-

nent financial costs will be an additional burden for the city and even the increase in tariffs 
can follow households as well. Secondly, neighboring regions can refuse to accept Moscow’s 

garbage. Still, Federal government has lots of triggers to force neighboring regions to favor the 
capital. Moscow city and oblast produces altogether almost 20% of all municipal solid waste in 

Russia according to Greenpeace statistics. The Russian Federation occupies huge territories. 
These facts make the possibility of scenario 3 most realistic under the current political and 

economic conditions in RF. 

Garbage incineration which is offered by scenario 4, is affordable, less costly than building 

recycling plants, can make income by producing the energy after incineration, will not in-
crease the amount of stored waste. In the long term, the investments of building incineration 

plants will pay off and be more profitable compared to transporting waste to other regions on 
a permanent basis. The major disadvantage of this scenario is ecological output. Even the 

most modern and expensive plant pollutes with heavy metals and dioxins. That can increase 
health issues and lead to raised level of cancer among local inhabitants, especially due to the 

enormous waste amounts needed to be handled.

Scenario number 5 I consider to be the best. I will dedicate the following pages to the bene-

fits of scenario 5, obstacles and possible solutions to overcome . The reasons which make this 
scenario the best are: 

● One can save more territories by recycling the waste instead of storing it. 

● Recycling creates more workplaces for locals especially for low skilled workers. 

● Complete recycling as counted by Russian Greenpeace organization can reduce waste 

amount by 75-80%, which will considerably decrease pressure on the environment.  

● Recycled materials can bring money and recycling plants are economically proven   

businesses. 

● Waste recycling will increase self-responsibility and trust among Moscow citizens. 

● Example of the capital city will, no doubts, induce other Russian cities to follow the 

same sustainable path. 

● Extra funds taken from recycling can be used to reduce the damage made by previously 

stored waste. For instance, by initiating landfill mining practices.   

The construction cost of recycling plants is about 300 million USD each. Moscow needs 4-5 

such plants. Funds can currently come from two sources: the federal budget or private inves-
tors. In addition, 19 sorting stations need to be built for those plants be able to operate. How to 

find funds if no investors are found? Local government can raise taxes for that purpose. Since 
Russia is an authoritative state, local authorities don’t need to ask voters about possibility of a 

tax increase, which simplifies and accelerates this process dramatically.  

The second and the bigger challenge is to make the recycling system work. For that, both fed-

eral and local governments  must first create the law basis since current laws do not enable the 
waste management business to be profitable.  

What can local authorities do? 

1. Oblige the specific department in city municipality to cooperate with Moscow oblast 

government to create a sustainable plan for a new waste management system in Moscow city 
and oblast until 2030.  

2. Improve building codes by including the requirement of collaboration between         
construction company and developer company, which will operate after construction is com-

plete. The building code must also  prohibit the construction of garbage chutes inside the 
houses. 

3. Outsource to private companies and NGOs:  environmental education in schools as   

extra curriculum classes; sustainable recycling workshops for house owners and cooperatives; 
and city events dedicated to these topics. Publish articles in city media on topics related to 

waste management and sustainability issues. 

4. Oblige, after public hearings with house owners, developer house managing companies 

to lock the access to already existing garbage chutes. For those houses ruled by state managing 
companies, a directive can be issued.

5. Create tax incentives for big construction companies to build waste sorting stations. 

Local authorities can establish rewards for building of ecological housing and publicize this in 
the  media. 

6. According to new tariffs provided by new laws or directives, hire the waste sorting and 
transportation operators on a competitive basis. 

7. Increase tariffs for waste storage in landfills. But at the same time make newly created 
recycling business more competitive and benefitable. 

8. Privatize storing and recycling facilities if built by funds from local budget. 

An important precondition for market sufficient working is to wait half a year from the time 

the new regulations are issued till the new policy starts working (regulations about new tariffs 
for consumers and waste storing on landfills, new building codes). During this period the   

notification campaign about changes in rules should be conducted. That step can keep the 
trust of citizens and businesses in local government, and can even enhance it. 

In Russia, a recycling program will require high costs of monitoring and implementation. 
Therefore, the outcome of step number 3 is crucial for the success of the  program.  

The program implementation is a long term process.  

Just step number 3 will need at least two years, because changing behavior cannot be fast. 

Additionally, building a recycling infrastructure takes a long time. So, designed in step num-
ber one plan, should be supported broadly by different political powers. A change of mayor or 

regional governor should not be allowed to freeze or collapse the program. That is a hard task 

for local authorities. Thus, support and control of implementation from the federal govern-
ment is very important. In Russia, many major decisions are made upwards down, so local 

powers need the assistance of the federal in order to succeed.
